Voting laws vary from state to state, adding to confusion on this issue. Unfortun
some states such as South Carolina and Utah staeeer regulations that permanent
prohibit felons from voting even after they have served their time. Illinois is one ¢
more progressive states when it comes to voter rights.

Why do we recycle?Recycling helps protect the environment by reducing the need for extracting (mining,
guarrying and logging), refining and processing raw materials. All these create substantial air & water
pollution. Recycling saves energy, reducimgamnhouse gas and helps to tackle climate change.

FACTS: *The average person generates over 4 Ibs of trash every day and about 1.5 tons of solid waste
per year. *The EPA estimates that 75% of the American waste stream is recyclable, but we only
recycle about 30% of it.

Recycling Glossary:

Sustainability:  Meeting the needs of the present without compromising the ability of future generations
to fulfill its needs. In ecology: sustainability is the property of biological systems to remain diverse and
productive indefinitely. For recycling, sustaiilalp means materials, and products that can be in a
continuous pattern of reuse.

Climate of Hope How Cities, Businesses, and Citizens Can Save the Planet

By: Michael Bloomberg and Carl Pope.

Before developing a plan to reduce the carfmmiprint in NYC, it was necessary to analyze its source.
The loss of energy from older buildings was a major source of carbon dioxide emission. Remolding old
buildings to make them more energy efficient was the place to start, passing building kegqusreostrict
standards for energy savings.

Urban areas do not contribute as much as you might think to global warming. Houses in urban areas are
smaller and residents are more likely to live in apartments that are smaller than houses. This density in
urban areas makes mass transit feasible.

Urban and local governments tend to be more aware of the consequences of global warming. They must
deal with everyday problems of traffic congestion, potholes and local flooding. The economics of scale
help citiesdeal with some of the consequences of global warming.

Leaders of local movements have cooperated and shared ideas. They have also created organizations, both
local, national, and international, that are involved in reducing the emission of greenhouse gase
Bloomberg has participated in these as well as served as a leader. They are a source of hope.

There are various ways these local governments can deal with greenhouse emissions. For example:
California set mileage standards. It has also joinedtatesand a province in Canada to adopt a tax and
trade system.

States that have embraced green energy have created jobs; the cost of green energy is down and is now
competitive with other fuels.

The future for reducing the emission of greenhouse gaskspisful if the actions of state and local
government is considered.
